COMMON-UNION

During the opening, Cecilia Stelini performs Common-Union. Wearing
a white gown (which she sewed by hand) as visitors had gathered in the
gallery, socializing and talking about the work and Brazil, she took a
woman’s hand and tied a deep red thread around her wrist. Dangling
the end, she moved onto another person and then another as the room
hushed. People offered her their wrists while others waited there turn,
suspended in place. There was an atmosphere of grace, as if waiting to
receive the wafer in communion although not as precious as the
Christian ritual, more inclusively human. When all were tied, she led
the stringed line through the studio, then the office, to form a line along
the wall of the gallery, each person now poised before the works on the
west wall of the gallery. Trailing an expanse of thread from the last
joined individual to the first she completed the union of people. Then
one by one, looking each in the eyes, she gifted a pinecone into which
she had inserted a small golden heart and then snipped the thread.
Released, the company stood silent as Mateus entered and sang his
song Nego Cristo with the moving chorus: Berimbau, berimbau, Mane
me chamou pro pau, Cristo igual, Cristo igual. Enfrentou luta fatal ...
